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Session summary:

This session allows the children to consider some of the creatures
that lived millions of years ago. The children will then take part in
our specially written story about Milly the Mammoth and interact
with lots of different objects. They will be given an opportunity to
think about themes such as identity and inclusion.

To finish the session the children will have the opportunity to colour
in a mask to take back to school.
